JOURNALISM EDUCATION ASSOCIATION OF NEW ZEALAND
1. Minutes of the annual general meeting of the Journalism Education Association of New Zealand, held at the Rendezvous Hotel, Auckland at 4.30 pm.on December 5, 2006.

 Present: Fifteen member of Jeanz were present: Susan Boyd-Bell, Grant Hannis, Ed Mason, Dale McCord, Sue O’Dowd, Allison Oosterman, Queenie Rikihara, Annabel Schuler, Venetia Sherson, Jeremy Smith,  Cathy Strong, Ruth Thomas, Greg Treadwell, Jim Tully, David Vaefe.
2. Apologies were received from: Gordon Brown, Kevin Calvert, James Hollings, Brian Joyce, Allan Lee, Charles Riddle, David Robie, Alan Samson, David Shellock, Virginia Winder.

3. Minutes of the last meeting were read and confirmed. Moved Boyd-Bell, seconded Oosterman. Carried. 
4. Flowers were presented to the outgoing secretary, Ruth Thomas, and the conference organiser, Allison Oosterman.

5.President’s report. A report was tabled from the acting president, vice president Grant Hannis who took over the position after Charles Riddle stepped down due to health reasons. On behalf of Jeanz he wished Charles a speedy recovery. 

i.Incorporated society: The draft rules of the JEANZ incorporation were circulated. The draft rules had been put on the website earlier in the year for comment. It was agreed unanimously that the acting president should proceed to have Jeanz incorporated in 2007. All present signed the incorporation agreement. 
ii.Fairfax interns. First batch of 15 Fairfax interns for 2007 selected in conjunction with journalism schools involved. 200 applied. Four schools: Aoraki, Wintec, Canterbury and Massey. Several of the schools involved said that they were taking the interns this year “without prejudice”. Massey has ten interns for 2007. Some concern was expressed that it could produce elitism resulting in a “them and us” attitude. 

Boyd-Bell said that AUT had been approached but on legal advice had not agreed to take part in the scheme because of the selection process. Since then AUT had offered to co-operate by taking interns from the BCS degree as these students entering the third year in journalism would not take part in a selection process but Fairfax were not interested. 
iii. Schuler expressed concern that Wairiki were adopting a policy of taking all applicants. McCord said SIT was the same. It was suggested that the schools involved sought assistance from their advisory committees, and the JTO. 
iv. Review of Level 5 unit standards. There had been a major overhaul of unit standard in 2006. Unit standards had now gone to NZQA for approval. 

The review of the level 3 unit standards was now in progress. 

v. External moderation. A JTO draft document on external moderation was tabled. This document recommends establishing a central national external moderation system as a quality assurance process that aims to ensure valid, fair and consistent assessment decisions. This will involve a panel of three members including a national moderator, a nominee of Jeanz and a representative from the news media industry groups. 

For existing Level 5 providers it establishes a three yearly cycle. JTO will moderate the unit standard for news writing and select a second unit standard to be moderated.  The provider will select any three unit standards to be moderated. The same moderation process as that for Level 5 providers will apply for Level 7, unless the Level 7 provider can demonstrate to the JTO that it has been externally moderated by another body with recognised credentials during the three year cycle.  
vi. Scholarships. 
The acting president said that the history of the Maori-Pacific scholarships had not been successful. For the last two years, it had been necessary to approach a number of suitable candidates. This year there had been one applicant. Then this person who had been awarded the scholarship this year, did not attend the conference. Massey and Wairiki announced they intend to stop funding this scholarship and would use the money elsewhere.
vii. The report concluded by thanking Ruth Thomas, Jeremy Smith and Charles Riddle for their hard work over the year. Allan Lee was also thanked for the great work he had done, updating the Jeanz website, keeping members well-informed. 

Moved Allison Oosterman, seconded Jim Tully that the president’s report be received. Carried. 

6. A report was received from Brian Joyce, the Jeanz representative on the NZJTO. This report will be separately placed on the Jeanz website. 
Tully stated that the JTO had never been able to do genuine in-house advanced training to enable the JTO to receive funding. The acting president thought that emailing round the journalism schools could open the way to good feedback, both before the meeting and after. A motion was put to the meeting, moved Schuler, seconded Boyd-Bell that a copy of the minutes from each meeting from now on should be circulated to all members and received in a timely fashion. Carried.  

7. Pacific Journalism Review. A report was received from David Robie who stated that two issues of PJR had been received by 32 Jeanz members this year. Cost to Jeanz was $1120. Jeanz paid for these copies at a special bulk subscription rate of $35 a year (normal rate, $45, institutional rate $65). Alan Sampson was on the board as the Jeanz representative and had contributed greatly. The acting president described the personal and professional benefits of receiving PJR and recommended that the Jeanz continue with this arrangement. 
8. Associate membership. The secretary stated that at the last Jeanz conference a number of papers were presented by academics and others, interested in journalism. This had greatly added to the conference. The acting president thought that associate membership would encourage networking and there were huge benefits for research and it would also strengthen our conferences. The new incorporation document allowed for associate membership.  Oosterman noted that some presenters had continued coming and were also presenting at this conference. It was agreed to institute associate membership. 

9. The treasurer presented the annual accounts which had not yet been finalised. The secretary expressed some concern that the amount coming in almost represented the amount going out. Strong said that was ok as this was not a profit making concern. A number of members pointed out that they had not yet paid their subscriptions and some had not received invoices. A motion was put to the meeting to lift the subscriptions for 2007 to $130. Moved Sherson, seconded Smith. Carried.

10. 2007 conference will be held in Wellington in early December. Canterbury offered to host the 2008 conference with assistance from Aoraki.  Moved Boyd-Bell, seconded Thomas. Carried. 
11. Election of office holders for 2007

Grant Hannis was elected unopposed as president, Allison Oosterman as secretary and Cathy Strong as treasurer. Signatories to the bank account would be changed to enable cheques to be signed in Wellington. Allan Lee would continue with the website. Brian Joyce would alternate with James Hollings on the JTO. Alan Samson would continue as the PJR representative. 
12. The meeting rose at 6pm.
