Pacific Journalism Review report for JEANZ 2006
At the 2005 annual general meeting of JEANZ it was decided to include copies of Pacific Journalism Review, New Zealand’s only journalism research journal, as a JEANZ membership benefit. JEANZ is paying for these copies at a special bulk subscription rate of $35 a year (normal individual rate is $45 and institutional $65). Cost to JEANZ this year was $1120 – addresses were supplied for the PJR database and AUT covered postage costs. The print run of PJR is now 250 copies. All copies are sold/distributed, mostly to libraries and media organisations with a steadily growing individual subscriber base.
Two editions of the journal were distributed to 32 JEANZ members this year –                      Vol 12(1): Contemporary gender issues (edited by Allison Oosterman and Dr Janet Bedggood); Vol 12(2): Eco-journalism and security (edited by Dr David Robie). One of the articles in the security edition on anti-terrorism laws and the media prompted lively debate on Radio NZ’s Mediawatch programme. Feedback has been very positive on both of these editions.

All contributed articles are subject to double blind peer-review (an international board of advisers contributes the bulk of the blind reviews). Alan Samson from JEANZ is on the board and has contributed greatly to the journal this year. His efforts are appreciated. The journal, founded at the University of Papua New Guinea in 1994, has steadily gained in stature with PBRF and other international research rating systems.

Although, PJR is published by the AUT School of Communication Studies, it is an international journal with a focus on NZ and the Pacific. The journal has collaborated with a number of other universities and institutions, including the Australian Centre for Independent Journalism (ACIJ) at the University of Technology, Sydney. Next year PJR is publishing an edition in partnership with the Australian Journalism Review linked to the JEA/JEANZ conference in April and a joint edition with the University of the South Pacific in September.

Advertising is also available in PJR for NZ journalism programmes. The cost is $100 a page. JTO, USP, AUT, the London Guardian Weekly and several book publishers have been among the advertisers.   

As well as the print edition, the journal is now available on three international databases on subscription – EBSCO (USA), Informit (Australia) and Newztext (NZ).
